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What Is An EFM?

� Solution for home purchases or refinancing
� Used in combination with traditional home loan
� No periodical repayments during life of EFM
� EFM lender shares in capital gains or capital losses the client makes
� Can repay EFM at any time without penalties
� Owner-occupiers only
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Why Would You Use An EFM?

1. No periodical repayments during life of EFM loan
2. Cut the upfront costs of buying a home (e.g. LMI)
3. Cut your periodical repayments 20%* or more
4. Use the cash savings (e.g. on interest repayments) for other purposes
5. Buy up to a 25% more expensive home (with same repayments)

* Calculations based on property value of $500,000 over a 25 year term combining a traditional home loan variable rate of 7.80% and a 20% EFM with no fees, no
charges and no LMI
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Example: Upgraders

1. Buying a better house
µ Afford to live in the suburb you want
µ Buy a house with 3 bedrooms instead of 2
µ Live in a coastal location
µ Live closer to work or transportation
